The Law and Entreprencurship Clinic is proud to report that
it assisted 96 clients in academic year 2022-2023—a record
number for the clinic. Of the 96 clients, 51 percent were
minority-owned businesses, 53 percent were woman-owned
businesses, and 20 percent were ventures of current students
or faculty members of Marquette University.

The clinic assisted a diverse array of businesses on challeng-
ing projects during the year. Among other things, the clinic:

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THE CLINIC, AT A GLANCE

The Law and Entrepreneurship Clinic is a clinical program at Marquette
University Law School. It operates as an independent law office staffed
by a director and law students. Clinic students receive rigorous, practical
education and training in transactional law as they counsel entrepreneur-
ial clients under the close supetvision of the director. The students also
work with volunteer attorneys in the private bar.

The clinic serves “main street” entreprencurs as well as emerging, po-
tentially high-growth companies in southeastern Wisconsin, focusing on
people who lack access to the legal marketplace. Clients receive pro bo-
no legal counsel in business entity formation and governance, financing,
contracts, employment law, licensing and permitting, commercial leas-
ing, copyright, trademarks, trade secrets, and other transactional matters.
