You may access your registration appointment time through the CheckMarq portal. If you are having
trouble accessing CheckMarq, please contact the ITS Help Desk at 414-288-7799. Instructions for
using CheckMarq are available through the CheckMarqg portal. A list of checkmarq registration
numbers will be posted to the website before April 9.

Please note: All students must register via CheckMarq between Wednesday, April 9" and
Friday, April 11™. You may register any time after your appointment time.

CheckMarqg will automatically close a course once the enrollment limit is reached. Appointment
times are based on number of credits earned i the more credits earned, the earlier the
appointment time.

Students who are interested in taking seminars, workshops, and advanced legal research
courses should register as soon after their appointed time as possible. The longer you wait,
the greater the likelihood that a specific course will be closed.

Students who are closed out of courses may complete the waiting list form available on the website
and in Room 146 and submit it to Dean Thomson. The deadline for submission is Monday, April 14,
2008, at 9:00 p.m. Deans Rofes and Thomson will develop waiting lists based on the number of
credits a student has earned to date. Waiting lists will be posted on the Law School website and
students will be notified via their Marquette e-mail if a space becomes available. Do not attempt to
use the waiting list feature available through CheckMarq.
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Waiting lists are in effect until the first class meeting. After that time, it is up to the professor
who, if anyone, she or he will allow in the course.

Also note Section 704 of the Law School Academic Regulations concerning withdrawal from seminars
and workshops.

If you plan to take Directed Research or Graduate Assistant during the fall semester, please complete
the appropriate form (available on the Law School website or in Room 146) and submit it to Dean
Thomson. She will handle the actual registration.
